The International Scientific Conference “TOURISM IN FUNCTION OF
DEVELOPMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA — Tourism product as a factor of
competitiveness of the Serbian economy and experiences of other countries”, was
successfully held for the second year in a row in Vrnjatka Banja from 1% to 3" June. The
Conference was organized by the Faculty of Hotel Management and Tourism in
Vrnjacka Banja in co-organization with numerous domestic and foreign institutions,
supported by the Ministry of Education, Science and Technological Development of the
Republic of Serbia. A large number of domestic and foreign delegates (143 authors/co-
authors of 80 papers) took part in this scientific event. Keynote speakers at the event
were the distinguished Prof. Dan-Marius Voicilas, PhD (Institute of Agricultural
Economics, Romanian Academy, Bucharest, Romania), Prof. Robert Dimitrovski, PhD
(Faculty of Management, MIT University Skopje, Macedonia), Prof. Cvetko Andreeski,
PhD, (Faculty of Tourism and Hospitality in Ohrid, St. Kliment Ohridski University in
Bitola, Macedonia). The Conference also had the great honour to host the representative
of the Ministry of Education, Science and Technological Development, Prof. Ana
Langovi¢-Milicevi¢, PhD, (State Secretary), Spomenka Simoni¢ (Deputy Minister), the
representative of the Rectorate of the University of Kragujevac, Prof. Jeroslav Zivani¢,
PhD, (the Vice-Rector of the University of Kragujevac) and a representative of the local
government, Mr. Boban Purovi¢ (the mayor of Vrnjacka Banja).

The conference programme was conceived in such a way as to provide an overview of
the tourism product as a factor in the competitiveness of the Serbian economy, as well as
to provide an insight into the experiences of other countries. The participants of this
scholarly event had the opportunity to hear theoretical presentations and also
presentations telling of practical experiences of tourism and its related fields delivered
by the lecturers from our country and a number of other European countries (Bosnia and
Herzegovina, the Republic of Srpska, Montenegro, Macedonia, Croatia, Romania,
Ukraine, Slovenia, Moldova and Portugal). The presentation of the conference
participants' contributions on the competitiveness of the tourism product was in two
sections, comprising issues of: rural tourism, wine tourism, hunting tourism,
gastronomic tourism, and ecotourism; and issues of: spatial planning, intellectual capital,
the application of information and communication technologies (ICT) in tourism,
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sustainable development, and many others. The sections were followed by the
presentation of publications issued by the Faculty of Hotel Management and Tourism in
Vrnjacka Banja. The Conference resulted in two volumes of the Thematic Proceedings
comprising a total of 80 scientific papers (ISBN 978-86-89949-09-4, ISBN 978-86-
89949-10-0) available to the wider scientific community.

This is a time when, throughout the globe, Serbia is becoming an increasingly attractive
tourist destination and continues to grow in all statistical categories. Therefore, the right
way to secure that growth in the future is through the exchange of ideas and experiences
among the participants, and through the establishment of cooperation between the
different institutions. Unfortunately, in spite of some significant progress, Serbia ranks
as low as 95" in the world in the area of tourism competitiveness in global terms
(tourism competitiveness index). Therefore, the only way to ensure the sustainable
positioning of Serbia as a tourism destination in a very competitive and demanding
tourism market is by first identifying her most important competitive advantages for
tourism development.

The main objective of the International Conference was to stimulate discussion about the
possible directions in which Serbia might develop what it offers to tourists. It was also
an objective to receive the benefit of the experience of other countries in this field.
Constructive scientific discussions resulted in guidelines for recognizing the potential of
tourism products for enhancing the competiveness of tourism and of the national
economy in the global tourism market. This is primarily related to the development of
tourism based on the resources of the rural areas. Highlighted among these are pristine
nature, and cultural and historical heritage. The aforementioned resources have the
potential to ensure the authenticity and recognisability in the global tourism market that
is increasingly rejecting uniformity.

A multidisciplinary approach to the tourism development provided by tourism experts,
economists, managers, spatial planners, agricultural economists, sociologists,
demographers, geographers and others, stands out as a valuable quality of the
Conference. In this way, an adequate scientific environment enabling multi-dimensional
perception of the problems that tourism as an industry is facing was ensured, as well as
the synergy of knowledge and experience in achieving the objectives of tourism and
economic development. In addition to scientific contributions, the Conference provided
an insight into the problems encountered in practice, thus creating the conditions for
modern theoretical concepts to be fully implemented in the real economic environment.
Besides the aforementioned, the Conference gave food for thought by encouraging a
constructive dialogue, the exchange of opinions and ideas, with the clear objective of
improving the competitiveness of the tourism industry.

The general conclusion of the conference is that Serbia has favorable conditions for
tourism development, with a special focus on the Serbian village as a basic element of
national identity. Unfortunately, the aforementioned potentials have not been adequately
exploited, which is why further efforts are needed to fully valorize the existing resources
in order to ensure the continued growth of tourism and long-term economic
development.
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
